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Prometheus Dance Technical Rider

This Technical Rider is part of the performance agreement. Any variation from these requirements will need prior approval of the company’s Production Manager.

Please provide the company Production Manager with the following no less than two months prior to the engagement:

· Ground Plan, showing layout of stage, backstage, loading dock, audience seating and production facilities, drawn to scale (preferably ½” =1’-0”)

· Center Line Section of Stage, showing all lighting positions, proscenium height, grid height and any obstruction, such as ductwork or galleries, over stage, also to scale

· Inventory of Lighting Instruments, including control board, dimming, and accessories

· Inventory of Soft Goods

· Inventory of Sound Equipment

· Contact information of presenter and house personnel (Production Manager, Technical Director, House Electrician, House Flyman, Sound Engineer, Wardrobe Supervisor, etc.)

LIGHTING

To best realize Prometheus Dance Repertory Light Plot the following instrumentation is required.  Substitutions and modifications based on size of facility may be negotiated with the Lighting Designer.  Light Plot, Instrument Schedule, Channel Hookup, and Cues will be provided by Prometheus at least 3 weeks prior to engagement.

100 Elipsoidal Reflector Spotlights, Various Focal Lengths (ETC Source-4 or Altman Shakespeare units preferred, all ERS should accept templates)

30        FL PAR 64 or Source-4 PAR or 8” Fresnel, lamped at 1kw

94        2.4 kw Dimmers

Computerized Control Console

Three Color Cyc Light Wash from above and below 

8       Booms (min. 10’ tall)

(Necessary Accessories such as template holders, donuts, etc.)

(Blue running lights as needed in wings and backstage areas.)

The Presenter will provide all color per engagement Light Plot. Prometheus will provide necessary templates for choreographies that require them. (Full Moon.)

All lighting equipment should be hung, circuited and in working order and cues should be loaded into board prior to arrival of Lighting Designer. 

The presenter should ensure that all precautions with regard to fire detail and permitting, is in place for all rehearsals and performances. Adherance to local fire and buildiing regulations is the sole responsibility of the presenter.

Please consult Instrument Schedule, Hookup, and Light Plot for details concerning lighting for the specific program to be presented.  A program specific Light Plot for your venue and program will be provided.

SOUND

House Sound System capable of delivering high quality sound to every seat in the venue.

· Audio disc players of professional quality.

· Digital Hook up

· 2-4 onstage monitors depending on the size of the venue.

STAGE

A  wooden sprung floor, covered with a black or white dance floor (white for WARP) is required. If possible flooring should extend offstage into the wings. All flooring should be secured with black or white gaffers tape depending on it’s color.  Wood Floors laid over concrete are NOT acceptable. 

The entire stage area, backstage area (including any crossover passage) and wings must be swept and mopped prior to all rehearsals and performances and as requested by stage management.   

Wings, crossover and other backstage areas must be clean and clear of scenery or other debris.

SOFT GOODS

· 4-6 sets Black Legs and Borders (depending on venue) preferably without fullness.

· A fullstage black backdrop curtain.

· A white cyclorama stretched and in good condition.

· A black sharkstooth scrim 

The stage, wings dressing rooms and adjacent areas should be heated to a minimum of 70 degrees Fahrenheit at all times the company is present in the theatre.

One props table to be placed Stage Left and Stage Right (for Full Moon only).

DRESSING ROOMS

Dressing rooms should be furnished with mirrors, sinks, showers, table space, chairs, hot water as well as make-up lighting, and should be located within close proximity to the stage and to restrooms separate and apart from the public view and designated exclusively for the use of the performers.

Please provide wardrobe racks, hangers, iron, ironing board and steamer in the dressing room area.

Spring water, juices, fresh fruit and snacks should be provided at all times the company is in the theatre.  In between matinee and evening performances, spacing/tech rehearsal and the first performance, a meal consisting of sandwiches and with a vegetarian option, salad or fresh vegetable platter, breads, fresh fruit, coffee, assorted teas and juices should be provided if an adequate meal break cannot be given.  An adequate meal break should be three hours between the end of a rehearsal or performance and scheduled curtain time of subsequent performance.
SCHEDULE

Typical performance schedule is as follows:

Two Days prior to first performance


8am-6pm Pre-hang of lighting, soft goods and installation of sound equipment

Arrival of Company and acclimation to the theatre (possible spacing rehearsal)

One Day prior to first performance

8 am –6pm Focus and spacing

Cueing and sound

Day of Performance

9am-10 am Dancer warm up

10am-1pm Cuing and tech run

1-2p Crew Lunch/Dancer warm-up

2-6pm
Dress Rehearsal/Notes

8pm
Curtain

LOCAL STAFF

The Presenter shall have present at all times the company is in the theater, a Technical Director or Production Manager who has the authority to direct the local crew, make decisions on behalf of the presenter, and who has adequate budget authority to execute the performance residency as outlined in this rider.  This TD or PM shall have experience with the performance venue and full knowledge of the operation of its equipment.  This person shall facilitate the company’s use of the venue, provide direct supervision of the local crew and troubleshoot any problems that may arise.

Laws and regulations involving labor unions vary from locale to locale, as well as the specific personnel required to efficiently work in each venue.  Local presenter is solely responsible for these variables, as well as compliance with local labor regulations and jurisdictions.
